CASE # 282 – It is proposed to replace the awning at 232 E. Third St.  OWNER:  Alex Trujillo
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the awning at 232 E. Third St. was presented by Jeanne Agentis.

2. The new awning will be extended the full length of the storefront.

3. The new awning will be fabricated of black Sunbrella, canvas-like material.  The lettering will be done in an off-white or cream color.  

4. Logo #1 will be positioned over the first storefront window, and logo #2 will be placed over the third window.  

5. The ends of the existing awning are closed and used for signage.  Based on this existing condition, the Historic Commission approved closed ends for the awning and the proposed signage.

6. The proposed internally illuminated box sign to be located above the awning was not approved by the Historic Commission.  The box sign is historically inappropriate for the district and the building.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
