CASE # 1380– It is proposed to install a lamp post at 132 E. Market St.    OWNER: Terry and Jean Theman
The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Glagola and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a lamp post was presented by the Historic Officer at the request of the applicant who was unable to attend the meeting.

2. The new lamp post will be a Merion lamp post manufactured by Hanover, and it be mounted on a 7 foot post.  The lamp measures 26-1/2” x 11”.

3. The post and lamp are to be fabricated of aluminum and the lamp will have a white dome.  

4. The color of the lamp and post will be black.  The post is to be fluted and round.

5. The location of the lamp is to be on the right side of the walk approximately the same distance from the sidewalk as the neighbor’s lamp.
