HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1381– It is proposed to restore the exterior of the 1762 Moravian Waterworks in the Colonial Industrial Quarter.  OWNER:  Historic Bethlehem Incorporated
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to restore the exterior of the building was presented by Jeff Long.

2. The rake boards along garret elevations will be repaired or replaced-in-kind. 

3. Open mortar joints will be re-pointed where necessary with new mortar joints matching existing in color, texture and style.

4. Failing masonry brick units shall be replaced-in-kind within the arched openings above windows and entrance doors. 

5. Exterior doors (jambs, sills, leafs, etc.) and windows (frames, sills, sash, etc.) will be repaired with ‘restoration glass’ and the protective plexi-glass panes will be cleaned and re-installed or replaced, as necessary. 

6. The upper (east) entrance doorway will be made ADA-compliant with a new concrete instead of macadam slab-on-grade and integration with a new masonry threshold (blue limestone to match existing exterior steps).  

7. The existing six-pane cellar window (along the north elevation) will be removed and replaced with a fixed “sash” of wooden louvers as the fresh air in-take for proposed ventilation system.

8.  The single-pane cellar window along south elevation will be replaced with the six-pane sash removed from cellar along the north elevation.  

9. All exterior wood surfaces of the structure will be painted with latex based Benjamin Moore ‘Country Redwood’ (previously-approved by HARB for various HBP projects).  

10. Existing elements of wooden handrail assemblies will be stained a ‘cold gray’.  

11. Approximately 18 linear feet of picket fencing will be installed beginning at southeast corner of structure and extending east to adjacent retaining wall as visual screen to proposed air-handling unit; the fencing will match existing fencing.

12. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
