HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1382– It is proposed to renovate the exterior of  the building at the rear of the property at 89 W. Church Street (The “Day House”) OWNER:  Moravian College

The HARB upon motion by Ms. Starbuck seconded by Mr. Heimbach adapted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the exterior of the Day House was presented by Christine Ussler.

2. Spot pointing of the brick masonry will be done in accordance with the Secretary of the Interior’s Guidelines for Historic Rehabilitation. 

3. The lintel of the lower side entry door opening will be raised to meet code required head height.

4. A concrete ramp and landing at the lower side entry will be installed to create an accessible entry to the building.

5. A new 4 panel, smooth, fiberglass or wood door will be installed at the lower side entry.  

6. The existing garage doors will be removed and a new window system will be installed within the existing openings.  The new windows will match the windows to be used in the dormitory building and consist of 3 casement windows above 3 panels.  The windows and panel are to be aluminum clad as approved for the dormitory building or wood.  There is to be no change to the size of the garage door openings or the existing jambs.  

7. The upper entry door will be repaired in kind or replaced to match the existing in style and configuration. The existing storm door is to be replaced with a new, aluminum, full-light storm door.  

8. The existing half round gutter and round downspouts will be replaced with new half round gutter and round downspouts in aluminum.  

9. Miscellaneous in-kind repairs will be done to the roof extensions, and all wood on the building will be scraped and painted.  Colors must be submitted for review at a future HARB meeting. 

10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
