SOUTH BETHLEHEM HISTORIC COMMISSION

CASE # 232 – It is proposed to replace the front windows at 12-14 W. Fourth St.  OWNER:  Linda Villani, et al.
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the front windows at 12-14 W. Fourth Street was presented by Linda Villani.

2. Because of the deteriorated condition of the historic sashes, the sashes may be replaced with new Marvin, custom-made, replacement windows.

3. The new windows will reduce the historic window opening by no more than 1-1/2” on each side.

4. The new windows will be fabricated by Marvin and will include Kokomo stained glass in the upper sashes matching that in the historic sashes.  

5. The colors and textures of the glass will be as submitted to the Historic Commission.

6. The upper sashes will have single glass and the lower sashes will have insulating glass.  

7. Storm windows will be installed over the new windows to match the other windows.

8. The historic window sashes will be saved and stored or displayed in a dry, weather protected area.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
