The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mrs. Sachdev adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to proposal to install fencing and a new handrail at 241 E. Church St. was presented by Jay and Joanne Gosztonyi

2. The proposed work will be completed as presented to the HARB.

3. The new fence at the rear of the property will replace an old fence and will use the existing posts. The new fence will be 6’ high and match the design shown in the photo submitted to the HARB.

4. The new fence will be allowed to weather naturally.  Stainless steel or aluminum fasteners will be used to eliminate streaking.

5. In a separate motion made by Mrs. Sachdev and seconded by Ms. Starbuck, the installation of a new wood handrail on the front steps was approved.

6. The new handrail will match the existing handrail on the adjacent, attached house.  The size and shape of the various members of the handrail must match the existing as closely as possible.  The new handrail will be painted to match.

7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
