CASE # 265 – It is proposed to install a double-sided, projecting sign at 17 E. Third St.  OWNER:  Charles F. Buck
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Ytsma and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a double-sided projecting sign at 17 E. Third St. was presented by Tracy Wilson.

2. The new sign will be a maximum of 20” x 36” in size and will have a proportion of approximately 1:1.75.

3. The existing metal bracket will be modified in length and reused in the new location.  

4. The sign will be installed below the storefront cornice and will be mounted into the wood sign fascia instead of the glass or porcelain tile as originally proposed.

5. The sign will not be externally or internally illuminated.

6. The design of the sign and the colors will be as shown in the sketches submitted to the Commission except that a thin pinstripe border will be added.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
