The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Sachdev and seconded by Ms. Glagola adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the exterior and construct a new carriage house at 253 E. Market St. was presented by Tracy McArdle and William Hall.

2. The proposed work was approved as submitted with the following conditions and clarifications.

3. The roofing shingles will be GAF Slateline shingles for the porch and the carriage house.  The color will be Antique Slate.
