HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1345– It is proposed to alter the exterior of 574 Main St.           OWNER:  Ashley Development
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mrs. Sachdev adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to alter the exterior of 574 Main St. was presented by Sal Biundo and John Christinzio.

2. The proposed work was approved with the following conditions and clarifications.

3. The new color scheme for the building will be as follows:

a. Harvest Brown-6009-2

Window casing, cornice, storefront (existing green)

b. Bread Basket-C17-5

Window sash, accents (existing beige)

4. New awnings will be installed on the second and third floor windows as proposed.  These awnings will project 3 feet, and will be installed below the window pediments and extend downward to the midpoint of the windows.  The awning hardware will be installed into the wood windows rather than the brick façade.

5. New awnings will be installed on the first floor storefront windows as proposed.  These awnings will be installed under the existing storefront cornice, and will project 5 feet.  The first floor awnings will have signage, as shown in the sketches submitted.  The signage will be gold in color.

6. All awnings will be fabricated of black Sunbrella canvas and will have open ends and straight valances.

7. The existing entry doors and transom will be replaced with new 8 feet tall oak doors.  The stiles and rails of the new doors should match those of the existing doors.  The oak doors will have a stained finish and straight bar handles in an oil rubbed bronze finish.  The bar handles may have simple finials on the top and bottom.

8. Two lanterns will be installed on either side of the new front door as proposed.  The lanterns will be 19.25” high by 10 3/4" wide with a 12” projection.

9. If the marquee type roof is still desired, it must be brought back to HARB with further detailing.  It was the HARB’s opinion that the marquee type roof was probably not historically compatible with the style of the building.

10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
