HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 272 – It is proposed to alter the façade at 318 Brodhead Ave.  OWNER:  Thomas Hoffman and Ronald Collins
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to alter the facade at 318 Brodhead Ave. was presented by Tom Hoffman.

2. The former storefront area will have the existing brick-cote removed and new smooth stucco installed.  The smooth stucco must be a cement based stucco, but the top/finish coat may be a Dry-vit type stucco with integral color.

3. The color of the stucco must be a darker color that contrasts with the existing red painted brick above and to the sides.  The windows on the first floor level will be painted to blend with the stucco color.  

4. The existing metal clad bay window will NOT be capped in additional metal.  The existing metal will be repaired where needed and scraped and painted.

5. All rotted wood will be repaired with epoxy type fillers or replaced in-kind.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
