CASE # 1366– It is proposed to replace storm doors and install a mailbox at 23 E. Wall St.           OWNER:  Nancy Luckey
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Shelly and seconded by Ms. Glagola adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the storm doors and install a mailbox at 23 E. Wall St. was presented by Nancy Luckey.

2. The side storm door, already installed, is historically acceptable for the side of the rear addition to the house. The door is fabricated of aluminum and has a half light and two vertical panels. 

3. A storm door may be installed on the front door if it is wood with divided lights similar to the adjacent property.  The door may be painted white to blend with the existing paint scheme.  The door will not be a self-storing metal door as shown in materials presented to the HARB.

4. An aluminum and glass transom panel will be installed above the new wood door similar to the adjacent property.

5. A black metal mail box may be installed to the right of the front door between the porch posts as submitted. Attachments must be made into mortar joints and not into brick faces.

6. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
