CASE # 1378– It is proposed to install a projecting sign and awning at 80 W. Market St.

OWNER:  Linda Villani
The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Glagola and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a projecting sign and awning at 80 W. Market St. was presented by the prospective tenant.  

2. The projecting sign must be reduced in size proportionately from 4’-9” x 2’-9” to a size that will meet zoning regulations if required. 

3. It will be constructed of wood, and have cut away corners.  The sign is to be black with gold lettering and border and a mossy green swash and ampersand.  The lettering is script and serif in style.  

4. The sign will be installed on a projecting black metal scroll bracket with a twisted steel shaft and cast ball finial on the far left side of the enclosed side porch. 

5. Locating the sign on the existing metal railing is not appropriate and is not approved.

6. The awning is to be located over the triple windows at the center of the building.  It will be black Sunbrella fabric with gold graphics.  The awing is to be 9’-6” x 27” deep and the sides will be open.
7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
