HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1385  It is proposed to renovate the rear of 505-507 Main St.      

OWNER: Moravian Museum of Bethlehem, Inc

The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the rear of the Welcome Center was presented by the Christine Ussler.

2. The work will include the removal of vinyl siding and installing new finishes on the frame areas, the removal of three windows on the basement level, the restoration of first and second windows, the replacement of three windows on the first floor and one on the second floor, and other repair and in-kind replacements.

3. The existing vinyl siding and wood siding will be removed from the exterior frame areas of the building. Either new stucco with a smooth sand finish or new, smooth fiber cement siding may be installed.  If the fiber cement siding is installed, the one wall with wood siding will be retained and refinished.

4. The two, basement level glass block windows and the double hung window on the first floor along the fire escape (as shown on the drawings) will be closed in and stuccoed or resided. 

5. The first floor window facing south, the second floor window under the fire escape, and the two first floor windows facing west will be replaced as shown on the drawings submitted.

6. The rest of the windows on the first and second floor will be restored and new storm windows installed.

7. The existing fascia will be restored or replaced in-kind, the existing brick on the second floor will be scraped and repainted, and all other wood work will be repaired, scraped, and repainted.

8. The existing second floor attachment will be refinished with new stucco or siding or removed as defined on the drawings submitted.  If the structure is removed a new window will be installed in the existing opening to match the existing, the roof reconstructed, and the brick restored.

9. Colors for the new stucco or siding will be chosen at a later date and submitted for review.
10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
