HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 302 – It is proposed to secure a COA for the installation of neon beer signs at 4 E. Fourth Street.   OWNER: WCR Rooney Limited Partnership 
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a COA for the installation of neon beer signs at 4 E. Fourth was presented by Darryl McElroy of Ruth, Inc. 
2. The neon signs are limited to the seven currently hanging in the storefront windows.

3. The tops of the signs must be aligned.

4. If the signs are replaced in the future they must be the same size or smaller.
5. The use of neon signs is historically appropriate for the South Bethlehem Historic District.  The use of the neon signs does not create a permanent changes to the façade.
6. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
