The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Glagola and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install storm windows with an added 4” arch above at 514 Main St. was presented Davis Velho.  
2. The size of the rectangular window will be maximized so that the arch infill will be as small as possible, approximately 4”.

3. The separate aluminum arch piece was approved only because the window arch is very shallow and the arched sash behind will still be visible from the street.

4. The arch will be made by the same company as the storm window.

5. The color will be beige.
