 HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 324 – It is proposed to remove the stained glass windows and the stained glass in the doors and surrounds and replace with clear glass at 806-826 E. 4th St. OWNER:  Roman Catholic Diocese of Allentown
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to remove the stained glass windows and the stained glass in the doors and surrounds and replace with clear glass at 806-826 E. 4th St. was presented by Connie Ulans.  

2. The windows to be removed and replaced are nine windows along the left and right aisles, the large single window in the choir loft, and the three windows in the hallway adjacent to the Sacristy. 

3. New plate glass will be installed to the inside of the protective glazing that is not to be removed.  The new glass will be sealed in place with Dow Corning 795 silicone sealant. 

4. Because of the existing exterior protective glazing the stained glass is not highly visible from the street and its replacement will not have an adverse effect on the building. 

5. The proposed door glass replacement includes five sections of art glass set in the aluminum doors at the front and rear of the church.  These will be replaced with sheets of ¼” tempered safety glass with a sandblasted translucent finish as proposed.

6. The removed stained glass and art glass will be stored at the Diocese.   

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
