HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 325 – It is proposed to install a window sign and projecting sign at 705 E. 4th St.

OWNER:  Louis Calixto
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a window sign and projecting sign at 705 E. 4th St. was presented by Shakespeare Chigumira.

2. The proposed window sign will read “US Instant Income Tax Services, LLC; Tax Preparation”. 

3. The window signage will be located in the center glass panel of the storefront.  The business name will be in upper and lower case and the business service in all upper case.  The lettering will be serif style. The word “instant” may be emphasized in the sign.
4. The vinyl signage material will be a white or off-white color for best legibility.   

5. The business hours and telephone number may be added on the door or side glass in a smaller font (2” size) of the same serif style.  

6. A 2’ x 3’ projecting sign fabricated of a smooth wood or wood-like composite sign material will be installed at the left side of the facade.  
7. The sign will have a border and be hung from a traditional black metal scroll bracket.  The lettering will be the same serif style as the window sign.  The colors for the sign are recommended to relate to the building colors – tan, terra cotta, or green – with contrasting lettering and border
8. The sign bracket must be installed above the cast stone storefront into the brick mortar joints and not into the brick faces.  
9. The signs must be reviewed for design details and scale by the Historic Officer prior to issuance of a permit.

10. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
