HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 326 – It is proposed to install a sign on the window and building at 310 S. New St.  OWNER:  John Lee
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Ms. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign on the window and building at 310 S. New St. was presented by the business owners and Stephanie Buono.

2. The building sign will read “New Life Center” and be all in upper case. The lettering will be 10” high, serif style, and gold in color.  The lettering will be fabricated of solid plastic.  

3. The proposed logo may be placed on the right or left side of the business name.  It will be between 10” and 14” in size and red and green in color.  It will be fabricated of the same solid plastic.    

4. Vinyl lettering listing the business services may also be added at the bottom of the storefront glass. The lettering must be approximately 3” in size, white in color, and serif style.  The business hours may be placed on the door in 2” white, serif style vinyl lettering.    

5. The proposed photographs for the storefront windows must be located at least 2’ back from the glass and may be lit with a white spot light.
6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
