HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1434- It is proposed to make revisions to the previously approved plans to renovate 458 Center St.  OWNER: John & Cathryn Herron

The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mrs. Sachdev adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to make revisions to the previously approved plans to renovate 458 Center St. was presented by Michael Jonn and Demetrios Herron.
2. The covered drop-off area at the rear entrance will be supported by wood posts with detailing recalling the historic rear posts.  The wood posts will have stuccoed bases as shown in the drawings dated 29 December 2009 submitted to the HARB  
3. Molding profiles at the top of the posts must be submitted to the Historic Officer for review and approval.
4. The covered drop-off roof structure will have a wood entablature with brackets.  Bracket details must be submitted to the Historic Officer for review and approval.
5. The east wall under the new drop-off area roof will be constructed of wood and finished with wood panels as shown in the drawings.  A salvaged wooden oval window with stained glass will be located at the center of the wood screen wall.

6. The old sign previously located on the front porch of the funeral home will be relocated to the entablature of the new drop-off area roof.  The sign has serif style lettering and was internally illuminated.  The sign will not be internally illuminated in its new location.

7. The rear basement windows will be changed to single light wood windows, and “wrought-iron” grates will be installed over them and the vented window.  The design of the grates must be submitted to the Historic Officer for review and approval.

8. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
