HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 339 – It is proposed to replace the existing, unstable and collapsed brick on the north side parapet of the building 29 E. 3rd St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Bank of America/ Spirk Brothers Inc.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Ms. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the existing, unstable and collapsed brick on the north side parapet of the building at 29 E. 3rd St was presented by Dave Spirk.

2. All the loose masonry will be removed to a safe level and replaced with closely matching brick with a matching mortar joint, style, and composition.  

3. The option to remove the entire exterior layer of tan brick on the rear of the building may also be done, if necessary.  

4. Part or all of the rear façade will be reconstructed.  All details are to be matched to the existing including, but not limited to, headers, sills, band courses, and coping.

5. All existing windows will be retained.  Bricked-in former windows will be replicated in the new work as slightly recessed (1-2”) brick panels of the same size as existing.  Sills will be reconstructed for the former windows.

6. No further windows may be bricked-in.

7. The proposed brick and mortar samples will be inspected on site for matching characteristics and color by the Historic Officer.

8. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
