The Board upon motion by Phil Roeder and seconded by Marsha Fritz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein:


1.   The existing awning will be removed.

2.   Signage will include a 38” wide projecting sign above the store windows and 

      vinyl letters and logo on the two store windows.  The size of the window signs

      will be reduced to 2/3 of the size indicated on the submission.

3.   The color of the pink elements proposed will be changed to appear like frosted 

      glass.  The actual logo and letters will remain pink.


4.   The motion was unanimously approved.
