CASE # 346 - It is proposed to remove and replace the concrete wall and wrought iron fence at 330 E. 4th St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Jeffrey Greger
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to remove and replace the concrete wall and wrought iron fence at 330 E. 4th St. was presented by Jeffrey Greger. 

2. The new wall is to match the original in size and be 8” thick and 16” above the existing grade.

3. The wall will have a cap to match the existing poured monolithically with the wall.  The wall will have a sloped or arched top.  

4. The concrete will be mixed with warmer/darker sands to reduce the bright white appearance of fresh concrete.

5. The fence will be painted black and re-installed on top of the new concrete wall.
