CASE # 348 – It is proposed to renovate the existing façade at 702 E. 4th St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Rolando Fontanez / Christine Ussler
The Commission upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the existing façade at 702 E. 4th St. was presented by Christine Ussler.
