CASE # 352 – It is proposed to renovate the existing façade at 735 E. 4th St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Tim Shen/ Christine Ussler
The Commission upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the existing façade at 735 E. 4th St. was presented by Christine Ussler.
2. The existing security grills will be removed.

3.  The storefront glass and possibly the aluminum framing will be replaced.

4. The existing storefront cornice will be uncovered and repaired and modified depending on the conditions found.

5. The stucco base will be repaired.

6. The east façade will be cleaned up and repainted. 

7. A new shed style awning with open ends will be installed on the front.  

8. Depending on budget other modifications would include replacing the existing second floor windows and shutters, replacing vinyl siding with fiber cement siding, installing new gutter and downspout, and replacing the side gate with a new wood and metal gate as shown in the sketch provided.  

9.  Any changes to the above work will need to come back to HCC for approval.   

10. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
