CASE # 358 - It is proposed to install signs at 102 E. 4th St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Gerald & Jodi Fasnacht / Mohib Khon

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signs at 102 E. 4th St. was presented by Mohib Khon

2. The previously HCC approved front awning will be reinstalled in burgundy Sunbrella fabric with a new 10” drop with 8” white lettering  to read “Kennedy Fried Chicken”  in a serif style letter.
3. A 36” x 36” projecting sign with “Kennedy Fried Chicken” in three lines will be installed on the Adams Street side of the building about 6” from the corner and 8’ off the sidewalk (to meet Zoning Code).  The sign will be burgundy in color (to blend with the awning) with off-white letters and pinstripe around the perimeter of the sign. 

4. The sign will be hung from a black iron bracket fastened into mortar joints and not into brick faces.

5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
