CASE # 366 – It is proposed to install a shed style awning and new trim work on the façade and apply vinyl lettering to the front window at 333 Broadway.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  DLH Home Investment LLC

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a shed style awning and new trim work on the façade and apply vinyl lettering to the front window at 333 Broadway was presented by Rafael Delattor and Sergio Delattor of DLH Home Investment LLC.
2. The awning will be dark green Trivantage fabric 13’ wide by 44” high with a 36” projection. The valance will read “DLH Financial Services” in yellow 6” letters as proposed.   
3. The window lettering will be white 2” or less letters that read “Income Tax, Check Cashing, Travel Agency, Money Transfer, Bill Payment, Notary Service” and the same in Spanish. 
4. The upper part of the left pilaster is to be widened to align with the lower part below the window.  The bottom of the left pilaster will have a plinth block similar to the right side pilaster.

5. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
