HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 386 – It is proposed to replace the existing vinyl siding, to install new composite wood trim and pilasters, to install lettering above the transoms and a projecting sign at 425-427 E. Fourth St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Resources for Human Development/ Michael Jonn

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the existing vinyl siding, to install new composite wood trim and pilasters, to install lettering above the transoms and a projecting sign at 425-427 E. Fourth St. was presented by Michael Jonn.

2. The existing vinyl siding will be replaced with flat recessed panels that will match the previously approved façade. 

3. New composite wood trim and pilasters will be installed. 

4. Pin mounted gold, plastic or metal, serif style lettering will be installed above the transoms to read “The Lodge”. 

5. The projecting sign in the front of the building will be oval in shape and made of 1.5” thick redwood.  The sign will have a green background, gold leaf lettering with a brown outline, a coffee cup logo, and a brown border.  

6. The sign will hang from a traditional scroll bracket mounted with fasteners into the mortar above the storefront cornice between the second and third window from the left.

7. Two small, black gooseneck spotlights will illuminate the projecting sign, and two larger black gooseneck lights will be installed to illuminate the fascia sign.  All wiring should be concealed.

8. The ramp and railing previously approved must meet all applicable codes for extensions and a bottom rail will be installed rather than a curb.

9. The storefront previously approved will have clear glass.

10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
