CASE # 387 – It is proposed to a new  sign at 118 E. Third St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Milelli Realty Partners, LLC / Hui Fang Lin

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein:

1. The proposal to install a new sign at 118 E. Third St. was presented by Kuki Lin.

2. The new sign will read “Kuki Restaurant” in a new sign that has the style illuminated channel letters as the existing.  The length of the new sign will be the same as the existing. The letters will be smaller than existing to result in a sign of the same length as existing.
