CASE # 390 – It is proposed to install a sign at 335 Vine St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT: Cartlin Properties, LLC/ Otto Bost
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 335 Vine St. was presented by Otto Bost.
2. The proposed sign will be a wooden, double sided sign measuring approximately 33” wide x 16” high, reading “FolkDude Creative Services, websites & custom software-audio production-photography” and the web address.  The sign will be at least ½” thick.
3. The sign will be white with black letters with gray shadow and a black or gray pinstripe around the perimeter of the sign spaced about ½” off the edge.  
4. The sign will have cut out corners as shown in the drawing submitted to the Commission.
5. Because the bottom of the sign must be a minimum of 8’ off the ground, the location of the sign will be changed to hang from the wall to the left of the front door. 
6. The sign will hang from a traditional black metal scroll bracket as seen on other buildings in the historic district.
7. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
