HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 396 – It is proposed to install signage and an awning at 322 E. 3rd St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Polk Street Development Assoc/ Molinari Mangia LLC dba Molinari’s
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage and an awning at 322 E. 3rd St. was presented by Fran Molinari.
2. One sign will be located above the doors and read “Molinari’s”.  The individual stud-mounted letters, fabricated of black stainless steel, will be 17” high and 1.5” thick.  
3. The existing gooseneck lights on the façade will be used to illuminate the new sign letters.
4. Two other signs are to be 45” round medallions that will read “Molinari’s, where your hunger has a heart” in white lettering on a black background with a red pinstripe border.  The medallions will also have red centers with “M” in black (as shown in the rendering submitted).  
5. The medallions will be located on both sides on the building’s corner pier.  
6. A retractable awning will be installed on the Third St. façade as proposed.  The awning will be Forest Green Tweed acrylic canvas fabric and approximately 31’6” wide with a 13’2” projection. 
7.  It will be mounted directly above the window transoms at approx. 11’4”.   The height of the awning at its lowest point will be 8’.  The slope will be approximately 14 degrees.  
8. In the closed position the awning will fit into a canopy box that will be mounted to the façade directly above the transom windows.  
9. The metal box will be Stone Gray Metallic in color.  
10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
