HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 414 – It is proposed to replace the existing, unstable brick on the east side of the building along Adams St. at 29 E. 3rd St.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Bank of America / Spirk Brothers Inc.
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the existing, unstable brick on the east side of the building along Adams St.  at 29 E. 3rd St. was presented by Dave Spirk of Spirk Brothers Inc.
2. The entire exterior layer of facade brick will be removed and replaced with new brick matching the rear in color and size.  This brick is a close match to the existing historic brick.  
3. The alarm box recess may be bricked in with new brick set back from the plane of the façade approximately 2”-3”.

4. All existing copper flashing and deteriorate steel lintels will be replaced.

5. The existing rusted steel masonry ties will be replaced with new modern ties. 

6. The existing terra cotta coping will be replaced with aluminum.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
