HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 415 – It is proposed to install a sign and fence in the vegetable garden at 502 E 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Council of Spanish Speaking Org of Lehigh Valley Inc./ Lehigh University Global Citizenship Program
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Roeder adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign and fence in the vegetable garden at 502 E 4th St. was presented by Julia Pieper and Ann Girdano for Lehigh University Global Citizenship Program.
2. The 28”w x 17” h wood sign will read “Welcome Jardin de la Familia Creciente: A partnership between the Basilio Huertas Senior Center and Lehigh University Global Citizenship Program”.  
3. The sign will be white oak, preferably painted, and the lettering and border incised and painted black to be more visible.   If the sign is stained or left natural it should be finished with an exterior spar varnish or similar product that will resist weathering.
4. The sign will be mounted on the existing metal gate as proposed.
5. A 4’ high wood, round-rail fence, 32’ in length, will be erected around the existing stair to the basement.   
6. The fence will be stained black, and a black wire guard will be attached to the stair side of the fence to meet code.

7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
