HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 416 – It is proposed to install a pass-thru window in the door at 11 W. 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Nicolas & Sandra Tsiounis / MY Khan & Family, t/a Sunrise Convenience Store
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a pass-thru window in the door at 11 W. 4th St. was presented by Howard Lieberman.
2. The full length glass panel will be replaced with an insulated aluminum bronze panel in the bottom half of the door and glass on the top as presented to HCC.  There will be a bronze “H” channel between the glass and the aluminum panels.

3. The pass-thru hatch will have a stainless steel finish, and the bronze aluminum panel will have a flat, smooth finish with no texture.

4. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
