AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM,

COUNTIES OF LEHIGH AND NORTHAMPTON,

COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING

ARTICLE 1703 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES

ENTITLED REQUIREMENTS AND QUALIFICATIONS TO 

OBTAIN LICENSING TO PERFORM ELECTRICAL WORK 

WITHIN THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM.

THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.
That Section 1703.04, Licenses and Fees, Subsection (e), of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem, which reads as follows:

Licenses and Fees



(e)
License Renewal:  Any license issued hereunder may be renewed without examination, provided application or renewal is accompanied by the renewal fee prescribed hereinafter.  Where an applicant can show good and sufficient cause for his or her inability to renew his or her license before January 1st of any year, the Director of Community and Economic Development may within thirty (30) days thereafter, permit the issuance without examination of a license upon payment of the prescribed fee for such new license within said thirty (30) days.

All licensees shall be required to provide written evidence that they have satisfactorily completed 36 hours of Electricians Examining Board approved continuing education, of which at least 6 hours shall be safety continuing education and the remaining hours shall be electrical code compliance, continuing education, within a three (3) year period.

For the purposes of the yearly license renewals that become effective on or after January 1, 2009, the license renewal requirement shall be limited to 12 hours within the first year, 12 hours within the second year and 12 hours within the third year, thereby completing 36 total hours within the three (3) year period set forth above.
Shall be amended to read as follows:



(e)
License Renewal:  Any license issued hereunder may be renewed without examination, provided application or renewal is accompanied by the renewal fee prescribed hereinafter.  Where an applicant can show good and sufficient cause for his or her inability to renew his or her license before January 1st of any year, the Director of Community and Economic Development may within thirty (30) days thereafter, permit the issuance without examination of a license upon payment of the prescribed fee for such new license within said thirty (30) days.

All master and residential licensees shall be required to provide written evidence that they have satisfactorily completed 30 hours of continuing education in electrical code compliance and an additional 6 hours of safety

continuing education within the three years prior to the license renewal date.


For the purposes of the license renewals that become effective for the 36 months following the passage of this ordinance the license renewal requirement shall be limited to 0 credits within 0-12 months of the date of the ordinance, 12 credits within 13-24 months of the ordinance and the full 36 credits within 25-36 months of the ordinance and all renewals thereafter.





(2)
All Journeyman shall be required to provide written evidence that they have satisfactorily completed 24 hours of Electricians Examining Board approved continuing education, of which at least 6 hours shall be safety continuing education and the remaining hours shall be electrical code compliance,  continuing education, within a three (3) year period.

SECTION 2.
That all Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
