HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 437 – It is proposed to upgrade and replace outdated cellular equipment on the roof at 225 E. 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Bethlehem Housing Authority/ Sprint c/o Stacey Colfer

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to upgrade and replace outdated cellular equipment on the roof at 225 E. 4th St. was presented by Carsten Marc Harris and Gary Lucas.
2. One battery cabinet, 31” x 30” x 60” tall, will be added next to the existing battery cabinets on the existing steel platform frame. The new cabinet will be the same height as the old cabinets.
3. A fiber distribution box will be added on the existing steel platform. 6’-6” high x 4’0” wide x approx. 16” deep.  The fiber distribution box is 39”h x 39”w x 12”d and attached to 2 steel pipe supports 3 ½” in diam.

4. Three existing antennas will be replaced with three similar antennas.  The new antennae will be 72” tall instead of 56”.  They will be installed as extra antennae for 3-6 months then the 3 old antennae will be removed.

5. All equipment, existing and new will be painted a uniform light gray color.
6. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
