The Board upon motion by Marsha Fritz and seconded by Nancy Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein:
1. The West elevation windows #1 thru #13 will be retained & repaired as necessary.  The exterior storm windows will be removed and an interior storm panel will be installed.  Door A will remain as currently configured.
2. The South elevation windows #14 thru #17 will be retained, repaired and fitted with an interior storm panel or exterior storm windows.  Door B will remain as it presently exists.  Window #26 will be replaced with two Marvin wood double hung windows.  Door C will be replaced with a Marvin wood sliding door, windows #27 & #28 will be replaced with Marvin wood double hung windows.

3. The North elevation windows #23 & #24 are not original and will be replaced with Marvin wood double hung windows in the same color as existing windows.  Window #22 will be retained, repaired and receive and interior storm panel or exterior storm window.

4. The East elevation window #18 will be retained, repaired and receive an interior storm panel or exterior storm window.  Window #19 will remain as it currently exists.  Windows #20, #21 & #25 will be replaced with Marvin wood double hung windows.  Doors D & E will be replaced with new wood hinged doors in existing frames.  The doors will not receive storm doors.

5. All of the above is documented on the numbered and lettered openings on Drawing A-1 prepared by Charles Reichl AIA.

6. The motion was unanimously approved.
