HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 439 – It is proposed to install a sign at 826 E 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Hispanic Baptist Church / Carlos Lopez, Achievement House Cyber School
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 826 E 4th St. was presented by Carlos Lopez.
2. The sign will be 7’ x 3’ and made of MDO or HDU.

3. The sign will read “achievement house cyber charter school, Lehigh Valley Education Center, Free public education serving grades 7-12” 

4. A pinstripe border will be added around the perimeter of the sign.  The color of the pinstripe should be one of the colors of the sign and it should contrast with the background green color.

5. The colors of the sign will be as shown in the graphic materials presented at the meeting.

6. The sign will hang above the front entry way, below the center window.  The stainless steel fasteners must be attached into mortar joints and not into the faces of bricks.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
