HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 444 – It is proposed to renovate the facades at 226 E. 3rd St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Alejandrino & Carmen Trujilo/ Kevin Luna
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the facades at 226 E. 3rd St. was presented by Kevin Luna.
2. The commercial building will have a new arched parapet in the center of the façade with a molded top cornice on the horizontal parapets as proposed.  

3. The shed style awning will be removed, and the existing windows replaced maintaining the size and approximate dimensions. All glass must be clear with no tint. 

4. Two new sliding doors will replace the existing supermarket doors.  

5. Stone tiles will be installed at the area below the windows, on the piers, and around the insurance office door.  The stone will be Dal Tile Natural Stone tile in a color slightly lighter than the proposed tile.  

6. Nine new rectangular signs with cut-out corners will be added above the storefront windows and lit with gooseneck lights.  The signs will have serif style lettering in gold on a dark background with gold border as proposed.  New gooseneck lights (21) will be installed over the signs.  They will be a dark color to blend with the other colors of the façade.
7. A new supermarket sign will be installed in the arched parapet.  The sign will be oval in a burgundy color with white and yellow lettering and dark border.  Individual lettering will be located above the oval.  The sign will not be illuminated.  

8. The entire façade will be stuccoed.  The stucco must be a cement based stucco installed over cement board or wire mesh.  The stucco will not be installed over Styrofoam (EIFS).  The large molding at the top parapet is the only exception to the use of foam.  This molding may be fabricate of foam and stuccoed.  The final finish coat may be a synthetic stucco with integral color.

9. The stucco and stone colors must be revised with the assistance of the Historic Officer.  The colors must be slightly muted versions of the submitted colors. 
10. The residential façade will receive a similar stucco treatment in the same colors.  The existing windows will be replaced with new aluminum clad or vinyl windows in a color to blend with the new building colors (no white).  The triple window will be replaced with flat casement windows instead of a bow window.  All windows must fit the size of the existing opening.  The existing entrance door may be retained.
11. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
