HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 450 – It is proposed to install a temporary sign and retain the installed garage door at 217 Broadway. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Greg Salomoni 
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a temporary sign and retain the installed garage door at 217 Broadway was presented by Greg Salomoni.
2. The existing temporary banner sign and garage door with unapproved configuration may be used for 3 months. 
3. The applicant must return to the HCC in 3 months with an historically appropriate permanent sign and plan to install the previously approved garage door.

4. The proposed motion was approved by a 7-1 vote.  Mr. Lader opposed the motion because he thought the installed garage door was historically acceptable.
