HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 447 – It is proposed to modify the previously approved new building at 13 W. Morton St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Linda Villani/ Christine Ussler, Artefact Inc.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to modify the previously approved new building at 13 W. Morton St. was presented by Christine Ussler, Artefact Inc.
2. A new building for the site was approved 7/18/2011 as follows:
3. The existing deteriorated 2 ½ story frame building may be demolished provided that a complete set of construction drawings is approved by the City of Bethlehem for permitting or a permit issued.  The construction documents must include architectural, mechanical (plumbing, electrical, and HVAC), and structural plans and specifications.  The approvals must also include Public Works and fire, water, and sewer hook-ups.  A letter supporting the financial viability of the proposed new construction must be reviewed by the Director of Community and Economic Development (Mr. Joseph Kelly) prior to demolition.

4. Due to a conflict of interest, a letter from the alternate Historic Officer evaluated and supported the historic appropriateness of the proposed revisions to the new building.  The new building will be constructed according plans submitted at an earlier HCC meeting and new elevations prepared by Artefact, Inc.  Clarification of and modifications to those plans and elevations are indicated below:

5. The new building will be a 3 story, brick, mixed use building with a mansard roof, 2 dormers with paired double hung windows, first and second floor front porches, and bi-fold or French doors on the first and second floors.  

6. The brick and roof shingles will match or blend with the brick and shingles of the neighboring 1 story garage.  

7. The windows are to be fiberglass double hung windows with 6 over 6 SDL muntins and 3” wide applied wood or composite wood trim.  There will be cast stone subsills (approximately 4” thick).  The cast stone sills are to match the mortar color of the building.

8. The bi-fold or French doors must have clear glass with no tint.  
9. Doric columns will be used for the first and second floor porches as shown in the drawings.  The columns may be made of a composite material, but must look like wood or stone.

10. The apartment door will be a 6 panel, smooth, painted fiberglass door or a half-light with 2 panels.  The apartment door will be recessed 8” from the brick face of the building and should swing in.    

11. The gutter will be half round and downspouts round.  The gutter may be aluminum, painted galvanized steel, or copper.

12. The roofing will be GAF Slateline fiberglass shingles in the Antique Slate color.

13. All trim will be wood or a composite wood.
14. More developed drawings showing all proposed finishes must be reviewed by the HCC prior to permitting.
15. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
