HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 448 – It is proposed to construct a new 87,000 SF school building at 321 E. 3rd St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: LV Charter High School for the Arts/Christine Ussler, Artefact  Inc.
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a new 87,000 SF school building at 321 E. 3rd St. was presented by Christine Ussler.
2. Due to a conflict of interest, a letter from the alternate Historic Officer evaluated and  supported the historic appropriateness of the proposed new building as described below:  

3. The building will be located on the corner of Polk & 3rd Sts and will be constructed of precast concrete. 

4. The building will be 3 stories tall and include a street level design intended to recall typical South Bethlehem storefront designs with large areas of windows.  Large, studio-like windows will be located on the second and third floors.   

5. The concrete walls will be tinted, scored and sand-blasted to create an appropriate exterior appearance for the school and the historic district.  

6. The overall design is intended to express the art making occurring in the school with mosaics located under the street level windows, the design and locations of stair tower windows (to recall the black keys on a piano), and the other details still being worked on.  

7. The window frames are proposed to be clear anodized aluminum or a powder coated color. 
8. The roof overhang will be clad in aluminum with an antique patina color.  

9. All details will be submitted to the HCC for review as the design work progresses.

10. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
