HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 456 – It is proposed to install signs at 817 E. 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Alliance for Building Communities / Kevin Wenck, FastSigns

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signs at 226 E. 3rd St. was presented by Kevin Wenck of FastSigns.          
2. The new wall sign will be 24” high x 108” long x 2” deep and fabricated of aluminum.  The dimensional lettering will be ½” thick and read “South Bethlehem Pharmacy” in tan on a brown background with a tan border.  
3. The sign will be mounted above the arch stones above the window, and the height of the sign will be reduced slightly so it does not obstruct the arch detail. It will be attached into mortar joints if possible.
4. Two neon signs may be installed.  One, horizontally oriented, neon sign will read “FREE DELIVERY” and will be centered at the top of the front display window.  
5. The second neon sign will be vertically oriented and read “PHARMACY”.  It will be hung in the side window.  
6. The address and telephone number will be moved from the wall sign to the front display window or deleted.  If retained they will be lettered in vinyl and located at the bottom of the window. 
7. A new proof of the signage must be submitted.
8. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
