CASE # 461 – It is proposed to remove existing red roof tiles on the turret and replace with red shingles at 202 E Third St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Valley Housing/New Bethany Ministries

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to remove existing red roof tiles on the turret and replace with red shingles at 202 E Third St. was presented by Diane Elliott.
2. All existing roof tiles removed from the turret will be stored (even broken ones) on site for repairing other areas of roof tiles and as a record of the sizes of the original tiles. Each course of the graduated sizes of tiles will be numbered. 
3. Ice and water shields will be installed over the entire turret roof.  Slateline shingles in the “Victorian Red” color will be installed on the bell shaped roof.  The shingles will be installed individually where needed.
4. The historic finial will be repaired and reinstalled.  

5. The existing box gutters will also be repaired in kind and the metal edge of the box gutter will be as small as possible in a color to match the existing trim color.  

6. The Mansard roof areas and the dormer roofs will be repaired and not replaced.  Solder joints on the metal dormer roofs should be inspected and re-soldered as needed.
7. The Historic Officer will discuss options and methods with applicant and the roofer prior to work being done to be sure that the existing tile roof cannot be salvaged.
8. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
