HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 468 – It is proposed to install signs at 217 Broadway
OWNER/APPLICANT: Greg Salamoni













The Commission upon motion by Ms. Starbuck seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install an overhead door and signs at 217 Broadway was presented by John Lee.

2. The new façade sign will be a black “shoebox sign” that will read "BROADWAY" in gold letters on a black background with a gold border.  The sign will be similar to the historic sign on the façade that reads “Lehigh No. 1”.
3. The new sign will be installed over the historic sign without damage to the existing sign and brickwork.

4. The sign will be 10' long and 1'-8" high.  The letters on the first sign will be 13" high and will be made from 3/8" thick gold acrylic.  There will be no black accents on the letters.  

5. The second sign for the façade will read “Social” in aluminum letters cut to shape.  It will be placed under the first sign.

6. The second size will be 15" high and 4'-2" long and finished with metallic silver paint.  

7. The third sign is a banner that will fit in an existing flagpole mount in the center of the front facade.    
8. The banner will consist of a monogram graphic with text below reading "The BROADWAY Social."

9. The design for the banner is appropriate for the building, but it must also be approved by zoning.  If it is not approved, any alternative must be brought to the HCC for approval.

10. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
