HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 469 – It is proposed to secure a COA for the garage door at 217 Broadway
OWNER/APPLICANT: Greg Salamoni














The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council DENY a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install an overhead door at 217 Broadway was presented by John Lee and Greg Salamoni.

2. The overhead door installed is not the door agreed to and that received a COA last year.  The current door has a black aluminum frame and insulated glazing.  The panel configuration is modern in character and is 4 wide and 6 high.  The approved door was to be 6 panels wide and 5 high and black in color.
3. The applicant said he had problems with the supplier.  The Commission asked for documentation of his attempt to solve problem with the supplier, but did not receive any.
4. The motion to approve the installed door as is was defeated in a 3 to 5 vote; therefore the proposal to secure a COA for the existing door DENIED.  Those voting against the current door thought it was too modern in character for this historically intact early firehouse designed by A.W. Leh, and that it did not meet the Secretary of the Interior Standards.
