CASE # 472 – It is proposed to replace three signs at 3 West Morton Street 
OWNER/APPLICANT: University Square Part/ Saxbys Coffee

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace three signs at 3 West Morton Street was presented by David Pike and Spencer Curtiss.

2. The new signs will replace existing Quiznos signs.  They will be located in the existing signboard areas and lit by existing gooseneck light fixtures.  
3. The sign on the south façade will be 11' long and 17" tall.  It will read "SAXBYS COFFEE" in tall brushed aluminum letters and it will include a red SAXBYS logo.  
4. The sign on the east facade will be 9' long and 26" tall.  It will contain similar components.  
5. The third sign will be a double sided hanging sign mounted to the southeast corner of the building.  It will be 30" in diameter and will consist of the red SAXBYS logo.
6. The projecting/ hanging sign will be made of painted redwood with sandblasted lettering and graphic.  The sign will be approximately 1 ¼” thick as proposed.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
