CASE # 476 – It is proposed to install 3 new panel antennas on roof at 4 East 4th Street.
OWNER/APPLICANT: Bethlehem Developers LP/ Allentown SMSA d/b/a Verizon Wireless















The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install 3 new panel antennas on roof at 4 East 4th  Street was presented by Jennifer Coyle.

2. Two antennas will be pipe mounted on the north and east elevations of the existing shelter on the roof and one antenna will be pipe mounted to the existing antenna sled on the northwest portion of the roof.  
3. The new antenna will result in a configuation of 15 antennas, five per sector, and will be the same size as the existing antennae.
4. The 3 new antennas will be painted to match the existing shelter and antennae (dark brown). 
5. There will be no visible conduit.
