BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Bethlehem that  a freeze on all hires for all departments except Police, Fire and EMS, is hereby imposed for the City of Bethlehem, and that any current open positions or any that become open will remain unfilled unless City Council approval is received; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all savings realized by the hiring freeze shall be placed in the unforeseen contingency account, and shall not be moved without approval of  City Council in accordance with Section 121.01 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the savings realized by the hiring freeze shall be used for the purpose of supporting the General Fund and Liquid Fuels Fund: and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that it is the will of City Council that this policy be implemented through mutually acceptable procedures in partnership with the City Administration, so as to avoid recourse to the ordinance amendment process for what is a temporary weather-related situation; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this hiring freeze be in effect until July 1, 2014.
