AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM,

COUNTIES OF LEHIGH AND NORTHAMPTON,

COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING

ARTICLE 1120 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES

ENTITLED EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES.

THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BETHLEHEM HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.
That Section 1120.05, Procedure for EMS Billing, Subsection C. of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem, which reads as follows:

That Section 1120.05, Procedure for EMS Billing, Subsection D. of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Bethlehem, which reads as follows:

The fees established in Section C. above shall be increased from time to time. The City Clerk’s Office will be notified by the Bureau Director in writing of any changes or rate increases.
Shall be amended to read as follows:

D.
The fees established in Section C. above shall be modified from time to time through a Resolution adopted by City Council.  


SECTION 3.
That a new Section 1120.06, entitled EMS Right of First Refusal, shall be added to read as follows:

1120.06 EMS Right of First Refusal


As a condition of any lease, license or permit for the use of City property for a large gathering that may require emergency medical stand-by services, Bethlehem EMS (EMS) shall have the right of first refusal to provide such services.


SECTION 4.
That all Ordinances and parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith be, and the same are hereby repealed.
