The Board upon motion by Connie Glagola and seconded by Marsha Fritz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein:

1. Install a blade sign with the bracket mounted in mortar joints (if located in brick work).
2.   The existing corbels under the cornice of the storefront will remain with small 

      panels between each corbel. 

3.   Sign to have black letters stud mounted with lights above it. 

4.   Door pulls will be 18” long with pewter finish.
5.   The motion was unanimously approved.
